Overview of the Office of Regent for Plymouth Christian Academy

Responsibilities include:

· Maintaining confidentiality of Regent Board discussions both formal and informal

· Serving on and participating in a minimum of one Board subcommittee

· Establishing educational philosophies and adopting policies to govern the school

· Developing and implementing strategic plans that establish the future direction of the school

· Securing the financial resources for the successful implementation of the Vision and Mission of the school

· Ensuring the financial health of the school as faithful stewards of all the resources God has entrusted to the organization

· Taking a leadership role in volunteering both time and resources to further the school

· Attending a minimum of 75% of all Regent Board meetings

· Advise the Superintendent and Head of School on hiring decisions of school administrators

Roles of those appointed to the Board of Regents for Plymouth Christian Academy are to include:

· Governors – guard the school’s mission.  Establish policy and oversee implementation.  Govern the school.

· Ambassadors – interpret the mission of the school.  Defend the school when it is under pressure.  Represent the school to their constituencies, communities and at school events.

· Consultants – lend their God-given personal and professional skills and abilities to promote the welfare of the school.  Act as a source of counsel for the school.

· Sponsors – have a leadership role in raising resources and giving resources to the school.

Application Process

· The Regent nominee must complete the application and return it to the Nominating Committee Chairman (Kraig Warnemuende, 734-394-0634; kraigw@gmail.com) no later than January 10, 2010.

· Regent applications will be reviewed by the Board of Elders.

· Regent applicants may be interviewed by the Board of Elders and may be asked to give their testimony.

· A biographical sketch based on the questions marked with a * will be prepared and displayed in the church prior to elections.

Biblical Qualifications for Regent

(These scriptures apply with the understanding that Regents may be either men or women) 

1 Tim 3:1-11
1Here is a trustworthy saying: If anyone sets his heart on being an overseer, he desires a noble task. 2Now the overseer must be above reproach, the husband of but one wife, temperate, self-controlled, respectable, hospitable, able to teach, 3not given to drunkenness, not violent but gentle, not quarrelsome, not a lover of money. 4He must manage his own family well and see that his children obey him with proper respect. 5(If anyone does not know how to manage his own family, how can he take care of God's church?) 6He must not be a recent convert, or he may become conceited and fall under the same judgment as the devil. 7He must also have a good reputation with outsiders, so that he will not fall into disgrace and into the devil's trap. 

8Deacons, likewise, are to be men worthy of respect, sincere, not indulging in much wine, and not pursuing dishonest gain. 9They must keep hold of the deep truths of the faith with a clear conscience. 10They must first be tested; and then if there is nothing against them, let them serve as deacons. 

11In the same way, their wives are to be women worthy of respect, not malicious talkers but temperate and trustworthy in everything. 

Titus 1:5-9
5The reason I left you in Crete was that you might straighten out what was left unfinished and appoint elders in every town, as I directed you. 6An elder must be blameless, the husband of but one wife, a man whose children believe and are not open to the charge of being wild and disobedient. 7Since an overseer is entrusted with God's work, he must be blameless-not overbearing, not quick-tempered, not given to drunkenness, not violent, not pursuing dishonest gain. 8Rather he must be hospitable, one who loves what is good, who is self-controlled, upright, holy and disciplined. 9He must hold firmly to the trustworthy message as it has been taught, so that he can encourage others by sound doctrine and refute those who oppose it.
